1) Develop and evaluate a strategy to improve national and regional capacity for zoonoses prevention, control, surveillance and response;

2) Provide advice to the Regional Director on priority action that should be taken by WHO to effectively address zoonoses in the Western Pacific;

3) Provide technical support to countries and areas of the Western Pacific in implementation of the strategy, including:

a) enhancing surveillance, preparedness and response to zoonoses; and

b) strengthening regulatory frameworks and enforcement as they are relevant to zoonoses prevention and control;

4) Enhance community awareness and understanding of high-risk human behaviours that contribute to the emergence and prevalence of zoonoses and facilitate change aimed at reducing the risk of zoonoses to human health;

5) Collaborate with other international organizations, including FAO and OIE, to facilitate an integrated approach between veterinary public health authorities and health authorities to zoonoses prevention and control, including surveillance and response in the Western Pacific;

6) Facilitate a coordinated approach to zoonoses of international concern, through close collaboration with counterparts in other regional offices;

7) Administer regional programme on zoonoses, support country programmes and undertake other duties as required.
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
