In the context of the Commission proposal for FP7 Specific Programme of 21 September 2005, a research area on Environment & Health has been proposed under “Theme 6. Environment (including Climate Change)”, to support the implementation of the European Environment and Health Action Plan.

Stakeholders are invited to provide short (5 minutes) statements and views of their priorities for future environment and health research. 

The event is open to all interested parties, including scientists, policy makers, industry, civil society representatives and NGO’s interested in the environment and health area.
